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The diversity of Scotland

Scotland offers great diversity for any keen photographer,
the awe inspiring scenery; lochs and rivers, hills and
mountains, and cosmopolitan landscapes. The different
cultures and peoples living in Scotland also makes for a
great picture.

Lochs and Rivers

Teaming with life, Scotland’s coastline and lochs have always
made great photographs:

To witness the engineering glory of our past, visit the Forth Rail
Bridge at the Firth of Forth. You could also visit the Falkirk
Wheel that lifts boats connecting the Union Chanel with the
Firth and Clyde Canal. The centuries old shipbuilding history of
the River Clyde can also still be seen today.

The beauty and mystery of our lochs keep the creative juices
flowing, you never know, you could be the person to capture
Nessie on film at Loch Ness. Scotland has plenty of lochs to
photograph and you may even find a hidden gem that rivals the
more famous Loch Lomond and Loch Katrine.

Our coasts are full of resident sea birds, fishing boats, liners
and the odd navy vessel. Take a trip down the Ayrshire coast
and you could experience all of these and more.
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Hills and Mountains

The colours, the shapes and the atmosphere of the mountains
make them a photographers dream. Every hill and glen tell a
story and if you are really lucky you may get to witness the flight
ofthe Golden Eagle and catch it on film.

Ben Nevis and the Cairngorms are our most famous ranges
and they command respect to all who witness them. There are
many other ranges and mountains in Scotland and the Goatfell
in Arran in particular makes for a stunning photograph and a
challenging climb.

Cosmopolitan and City

The diversity of Scottish cities is very surprising to some for
such a “small country”. This can be seen with their architectural
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differences such as the “Granite City” that is Aberdeen
compared to Edinburgh’s New Town.

To witness the old and the new visit Glasgow. Walk the streets
and marvel at the modern buildings such as the Skypark in the
business disctrict and the more traditional buildings that have
been influenced by Charles Renee Mackintosh.

People

Scotland is famous for its cultural diversity. You have the
highlanders and lowlanders and the influence of the Irish
migrants that came to Scotland in the mid-19th Century.

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A photograph of Skye... Everyday...

Many times | have set off half-heartedly to create an image on
the Isle of Skye, protesting to my wife that it is a fool's errand.
It's raining, the clouds are bumping on the roof tops, there are
seagulls under umbrellas. | am told to stop moaning and get
going. The sun will be setting soon.

One evening last year it went like this:

“Don’'twantto” | said with a childish pout.

Get onwith it! The sun will be setting soon!” | was instructed.
“Whatsun?”lasked .

“The one that'll appear 5 minutes before you arrive at Elgol and
means you'll come home raving about the brilliant shot you got
tonight. Now get moving!” She said tenderly.

| rush off towards the setting sun and Elgol. My four-legged
assistants sat in the boot, staring sullenly out of the back
window.

As we passed Loch Cil Chriost the sky started to lighten and we
noticed a couple of people with cameras on tripods, waiting for
the clouds to part. It is a glorious spot to capture the colouring
sky reflected in the still waters of the small loch beneath Beinn
na Caillich. | toyed with stopping and joining them but | have my
heart and mind set on Elgol and its dramatic views of the
Cuillin. We then passed a little row of trees silhouetted against
Bla Bheinn and Garbh Bheinn. | always think about taking a
picture there but every time | do something distracts me. The
last time | stopped a pair of golden eagles traversed the cliffs
above. By the time | had stopped watching them the light had
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gone and | trudged rather shamefacedly back to the car,
packing camera and filters up as | went.

Luckily, it was evening and the cafe in the village of Torrin was
shut or the whole endeavour would have crashed to a halt as |
would have been tempted by some cake and a latte. Instead, |
continued through the village, curious to see if the rain that had
been falling all day would have filled the river that flows so
spectacularly through the Torrin Pools. The pools looked
magnificent with the river being thrown from one side to
another in a foaming, thrashing, frenzy over beautiful marbled
rocks. Perfect for along exposure shot with maybe an excuse
to get my Big Stopper filter out for an ultra long exposure (Itis a
particular joy to my juvenile sense of humour how many
photographic terms are open to double entendres). But |
passed them by determinedly as the clouds continued to clear.
The sun was now shining through as it headed for the horizon.
Itwas time to put blinkers on and charge for Elgol.

Once | arrived at the top of the hill that Elgol tumbles down, the
view was stunning. The sun was approaching the Cuillin hills
on the far side of Loch Scavaig and the sky was beginning to fill
with colour and drama. | rushed to park at the pier and was
about to dash down onto the beach when I noticed that it was
covered in photographers. Seemed like hundreds of them
bobbing about like finches at our bird table — actually there
were probably about twenty. So | stopped and opened the boot
door and let the assistants explode out and decide where we
would go. They decided, by charging off in that direction, that
we would head onto the rocks on the other side of the pier from

the more famous beach. After a bit of a scramble | got what has
become one of my all time very favourite shots. | only noticed
later that one of the Assistants had sneaked into shot, but that
just made the image more popular.

As predicted, | arrived back home waxing lyrically and long
about how great the shoot had been and the great image |
brought home.

On Skye, your journey to your chosen spot can become a
nightmare of decisions and indecision as so many other places
of photographic interest appear as you drive along. We should
have a sign on the back of our car saying “Warning —
photographer! May brake suddenly for random photo
opportunity!”

The weather can be relied upon to be predictably
unpredictable. | once had a commission in Uig in the north of
Skye with very specific parameters —the image must include
Uig Bay, the sun (gulp) and a ferry.

I travelled from our house in the south of Skye three times to get
this shot. On the first and second attempts the rain was never
going to clear so | went home again. Which was OK. The shop
in Uig sells American Cream Soda in little bottles that my son
and | love so the trip wasn'ta complete waste of time.

On the third occasion the clouds danced in front of the sun,
giving tantalizing glimpses of what might be at my destination.
But when | did get there the sky had become leaden, the sun
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was nowhere to be seen and rain threatened - it looked like it
would be pouring when the ferry arrived so | turned for home. |
was most of the way back to Portree when | saw in my mirrors
that the sun was shining over Uig again so | mirror-signal-
turned politely, if a little quickly, and headed back. Only for it to
be raining when | arrived. | gave up and set off south again. As |
got to the half way point between Uig and Portree the sky
cleared and the sun shone. Exasperated, | mirror-sod it! There
was nobody about so | did an ever so slightly naughty U-turn
and zoomed off to Uig hoping for the ferry to be there and
wondering what colour of flashing light a photographer with an
urgentassignment has.

This time the sun stayed out, the ferry appeared and there was
only one small floating bog (it barely went up to my knees,
piece of cake) to traverse to reach my preferred location and
the shotwas in the bag.

I went on and wandered around that part of Skye for the rest of
the day exploring and photographing . Wondering at the
rugged beauty of it. At one point | stood slack jawed and
staring, as a sea eagle flew by. The size of the thing! Later | put
my camera down so | could sit still and watch the otters who
were feeding nearby.

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The outdoor access code of Scotland

If you are out and about in the Scottish countryside, it is
always important to know the access code. Most of it is
common sense but it allows you to be outdoors and to take
photographs sensibly and sympathetically to those that
work and live in these particular areas.

Your access rights in Scotland

Everyone can enjoy Scotland's outdoor access rights. In
summary, some of the main features of the Land Reform
(Scotland) Act 2003 are:

Everyone has the statutory right of access

Access rights apply to all land and inland waters, unless
excluded (as below)

Access rights are for outdoor recreation, for crossing land and
water, and for some educational and commercial purposes
Exercising access rights, and managing access land, must be
done responsibly.

Where access rights do not apply

Houses and gardens, and non-residential buildings and
associated land

Land in which crops have been sown or are growing (although
please note that the headrigs, endrigs and other margins of
fields where crops are growing are not defined as crops,

whether sown or unsown, and are therefore within access
rights).

Land nextto a school and used by the school

Sports or playing fields when these are in use and where the
exercise of access rights would interfere with such use

Land developed and in use for recreation and where the
exercise of access rights would interfere with such use

Golf courses (but you can cross a golf course provided you
don'tinterfere with any games of golf)

Places like airfields, railways, telecommunication sites,
military bases and installations, working quarries and
construction sites, and

Visitor attractions or other places which charge for entry.

Which activities are excluded from access rights?
Accessrights don't extend to:

Being on or crossing land for the purpose of doing anything
which is an offence, such as theft, breach of the peace,
nuisance, poaching, allowing a dog to worry livestock,
dropping litter, polluting water or disturbing certain wild birds,
animals and plants

Hunting, shooting, fishing

Any form of motorised recreation or passage (except by people
with a disability using a vehicle or vessel adapted for their use)
Anyone responsible for a dog which is not under proper
control, or

Anyone taking away anything from the land for a commercial
purpose.
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Other related legislation supporting access to the countryside:
Public rights of way continue to exist and are unaffected by the

Public rights on the foreshore and in tidal waters will continue
to exist
Liability - the Act makes clear that the extent of the duty of care
owed by aland manager is unaffected

Access rights do not extend to criminal activity which is defined
by various statutory offences.

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Photography Tips

Part of the appeal of taking photographs in Scotland is the
challenge of the Scottish climate and our very shy wildlife.
If you are new to Photographing Scotland we have some
tips below that you may find useful.

1. Always dress appropriately. Scotland’s climate is known for
producing 4 seasons in one day. If the sun is shining be aware
that it may not stay that way and it is always advisable to carry
waterproof clothing and something warm with you in case the
heavens start pouring and it gets alittle chilly.

Footwear can also make a big difference to your experience
and if you are planning to do a lot of walking, comfortable
walking boots / shoes are recommended.

2. Make it part of another trip / tour. You may be taking a trip in
Scotland with others who may not be as interested in the art of
photography as yourself so it is always an idea to plan a day
ahead so everybody has a good time. For example have your
camera at the ready and make time for a few stops along the
way to take a few snaps.

3. Be Patient. Getting that perfect shot can take hours so don't
feel disheartened. As long as you are prepared as mentioned
above you will be more in the mood to hold out for the “big one™!

Photographing landscapes and scenery is a very rewarding
exercise. In Scotland you are spoilt for choice and usually have
the most beautiful and interesting subject matter right at your
doorstep.

As autumn is upon us the colours and quality of the light is
unique and very dramatic. With a little care you can capture
this beauty.

This article is by no means a professional guide to landscape
photography but rather a list of good practices to ensure good
results. Itis also aimed at anyone with basic gear and budget.

1. Light

Most photographers will go out early in the morning or later in
the afternoon for outdoor and landscape photography, this is
because the light has more character and the sun is low and
creates more interesting compositions and shadows. In
Scotland, especially at this time of the year you have this low
sun most of the day because of how far north we are. Rule of
thumb is to keep the sun behind you or slightly to one side. The
other option is to play with the sun on the horizon rightin front of
you.
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2. Composition
A great tip for composition is to always adhere to the ‘rule of
thirds’. This is a system of breaking up your composition into
nine equal squares and placing your main focus area on one of
the cross sections. This is easy to do and immediately makes
your photo much stronger. It also helps with deciding on a
composition and whatis, and isn'timportant in the photo.

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3. Depth of field

One problem with taking photos in Scotland is that the light can
be very low. This usually forces the novice to turn down their
aperture and speed. The lower your aperture the less depth of
field you get. What you want is the aperture to be as small as
possible, probably around 16 or more to get the most depth of
field. This usually means you need to set your shutter speed
very slow causing blurred images. The solution is a tripod.
Never leave home without it. Set your camera on a tripod, a
decent, heavy tripod that is very stable. Then set your camera
timer on around 3 seconds. This allows you to press the shutter
button and not move the camera during exposure because the
shutter opens only a few seconds later after your hand has left
the camera.

Another rule of thumb is to not use infinity on your lens, but to
focus on the landscape around two thirds of the distance in.

Compact cameras seem to have better depth of field on lower
settings, probably because of the smaller lenses. It is always
important to read the manual of your camera to see how much
control you have over ISO and aperture.

If you wish to put a strong focus on a specific subject which is
smaller, the opposite of the above is true. To isolate a point of
interest you want to blur the background. To do that you would
use a lower aperture, up to around 6 depending on the size of
the object.

4. Bracketing

Nearly all cameras allow bracketing. This is where you set your
camera to take 3 or more different shots at once. Each photo
taken is usually a stop apart from the next. This will be stops
down and over the recommended setting. This allows the full
dynamic range of the scene to be captured. You can now use a
photo editing tool to sandwich these together. Please read
more on this here

(High dynamic range is intended to be used to capture all detail
equally. To have detail in shadows as well as highlighted areas.
In the photo example High Dynamic Range processing is used
to create an entirely different and expressive result.)

If your camera does not allow bracketing, simply take photos a
few stops above and below the recommended setting. You can
than choose the one with the best exposure. You can also use a
grade filter to lower the intensity of the sky.

One tip | would give is that with a digital camera it is always a
good idea to expose the shot 1 to a half stop under. This
captures more information. If you over expose you have less
pixel information to work with in post processing.
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This image by Richard Smith was created using HDR. In this
case HDR was used to create a very striking image with an
almost supernatural quality. HDR can also be used to just
preserve detail over the whole Dynamic Range.

5. Some more tips to remember

Always shootin RAW format

Make sure your horizon is level, even some basic tripods have
spiritlevels.

Get out of your cameras preset modes, read your manual and
learn how to manually set exposure, ISO, White balance etc.
Tripod!

Grade filters, polarizers and sun filters do work

6. Sometips in post processing

Make black, black using curves or levels.

Don't make white, white. Highlights should not go less than
around 8%.

Crop your photos wisely keeping the rule of thirds in mind.
Don't over sharpen, be very cautious as sharpening too much
can make a photo look fake and artificial.

Scotland boasts atmospheric
light, stunning scenery and majestic wildlife, it is no wonder
whatthe attractioniis.

Many tourists flock to Scotland to take in her history and her
castles and ancient buildings make great impacts on the
landscapes. It is always fascinating to see what new takes or
angles can be taken on well known building.

The vibrancy of the cities will give any cosmopolitan enthusiast
lots to snap especially taking shots of the old buildings married
with the new. Capturing the people and cultures within the
cities is also lots of fun and one picture can always say a million
words.

Autumn is particularly a good season for photography in
Scotland. Firstly the colours of Autumn work really well with
the Scaottish light. You can also take full advantage of the views
with less foliage than the months before with the weather still
being fairly agreeable. For photographing wildlife, in particular
deer and stags, it is a fantastic time because Autumn is also
when the rutting season takes place.

There are many estates and tour providers who have taken full
advantage of Scotland’s popularity in Photography and there
are many photography stays and tours and many also cater for
amateurs.
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Wildlife Watch

Rutting Season

The biggest wildlife event in Scotland has to be the Rutting
Season. It is where Red Deer Stags battle for dominance and
the chance to mate. It offers up fantastic photo opportunities
but please be cautious as not to disturb the animals. They can
be quite skittish and interference can hinder their “business”.

Migrating Birds

Many small insect-eating birds like Swallows and Swifts
migrate to Southern Europe and Africa during the Autumn.
Interestingly though, many birds Migrate to Scotland during the
Autumn to escape the colder winters of the Arctic. These tend
to be wildfowl, swans, geese and ducks. Caerlaverock
Wetland Centre in Dumfries and Galloway is a favourite spot
for these feathery visitors. Capturing birds in flight is always a
fabulous experience and even more so to share through the
medium of a photograph.

Grey Seal Pups

Seals are always a favourite of photographers. This is because
they are wild animals that have a very emotive face, hearts melt
at the very sight of those sad “puppy dog” eyes. Autumn is the
grey seal pupping season where the females gather at
traditional pupping sites called rookeries. One of these such
pupping sites is Oronsay in the Inner Hebrides.
